demonstrate ability to catalog information on them, as well as to make inferences from
any such information collected.

and concepts. In addition, they will work to develop organizational and collaborative skills
in investigating issues bordering on their health and social well-being, service to the
community, the environment, and the processes (and consequences) of their creation.
