COURSE DESCRIPTION

The purpose of this course is to develop students’ basic Chinese language skills that can
be used in daily life in Taiwan. The instructor will include speech, class activities, and
practices to provide students various ways of learning.

In this academic year, learners are expected to read dialogs in the textbook, each lesson
introduces basic vocabulary and simple sentence structures with emphasis on listening
and speaking skills. In keeping with the communicative approach, a good mix of activities
such as role play, interviews, games, pair work, and language exchanges are incorporated

to allow students to communicate in the target language.
