They will strive to find the common threads in the authors’ words and apply those themes to 

contemporary times and their own lives.  In a variety of activities, students will share their experiences, 

feelings, and knowledge about the literature studied in class. Students will also develop their knowledge and use 

of the English language through the study of the technical and structural aspects of the language.  In summary, 

this class affords the student an opportunity to enjoy the variety of experiences that great literature has to offer.

● At the end of this course students should be able to read and identify a variety of literary genres with 

insight and be able to discuss, analyze and interpret various literary themes.  

● Students should be able to recognize and use the different parts of speech correctly in their written and 

spoken work. 

● Students should be able to apply the various grammar rules correctly, and recognize and correct 

mistakes found in their own and others’ work. 

● Students should be able to apply all they have learned in written work. 

● Students should be able to speak English confidently, using the knowledge they have acquired, and
