COURSE DESCRIPTION: 

The course will develop the students' knowledge, confidence, and communication skills in all areas of language: reading, writing, 

speaking, listening, grammar and vocabulary. The primary focus in language arts class will be on literature, different writing styles, 

demonstration of the rules of grammar, and the ability to express yourself orally. 
 

Students can expect to read a variety of literary genres, and what the students read will model the different writing styles we will be 

working on in class. Writing assignments will include timed responses, essays, critiques, and creative pieces. Vocabulary, spelling, 

and grammar assignments will also be an essential part of this course. Because we are a community of learners, students will work 

periodically in group situations and present information to their peers in groups or individually.   
 

Please understand that independent at-home reading and writing are a component of this course.
