COURSE DESCRIPTION:

In Grade 3, students refine their musical abilities by reading and performing more complex rhythms and
melodies. Creative expression flourishes as students compose their musical pieces, exploring various instrument
families and experimenting with different sounds. The course introduces the element of harmony, where
students harmonize melodies, further enhancing their vocal and instrumental skills. They engage in
collaborative projects, creating compositions that showcase their creative talents. Cultural and historical
connections are woven into the curriculum as students explore the classical musical style period. Through
guided activities, students develop an acute ear for the intricacies of music and its role in society.
