COURSE DESCRIPTION:

The Religious Studies course for Grade Four students is anchored on
the three Pillars of the Campus Ministry Department namely: the “Word” for
Doctrine, the “Witness” for the valuing and application of the concept
learned, and the “Worship” for the celebration of faith.

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course, the supplementary lessons will also be included like Liturgical
celebrations and Dominican Saints who are models of values/virtues.
